SCIENCE IS APPLIED: Science questions aren't just textbook definitions. They link to current
developments (Climate change plants, Vaccines, Space week themes) or TN specific institutions (iTNT
Hub).

THE "UNIT 8 & 9" DOMINANCE: The syllabus Units I (History/Culture) and II (Administration) — often
called Unit 8 and Unit 9 in TNPSC GROUP I PRELIMS — constitute the core of this paper. If you master
Tamil Nadu's heritage, administration, and development indices, you cover nearly 60% of the General
Studies paper.
